Further to the request at the last meeting when officers were requested to ascertain the reasons for refusal in respect of the renewal of the planning permission for a timber portable building for the Pigeon Club at the above address, it was reported that the reasons for refusal were as follows:

“By reason of its size, design and position the extension wooden portable building would unacceptably detract from the character its setting and that of the two adjacent properties. As such the proposal conflicts with paragraph 34 of PPS1 and policies GR1 and GR2 of the Congleton Borough Council Local Plan First Review and policies DP1 and DP7 of the Regional Spatial Strategy for the North West.”
