FEEDBACK FROM CHESHIRE EAST PLANNING WORKSHOP
It was reported by the Chairman that he had attended that Cheshire East Planning workshop. The function of this workshop was to give the new authority an insight into the opinions of, and collect views and seek advice from Town and Parish Councils. The main issue that town and parish councils wanted to see improved was the communication links and the implementation of two way communication to enable councils to recognize the reasons for decisions when a different decision is passed to that of the recommendation made.
The workshop also covered details of e-planning and the planning portal. This was an internet based system that enables members to vote and make comment online. There were grants available to help the introduction of such systems into councils. Councillor K N Bagnall will be looking further into this system and the grants available.
